Hello Everyone,

I hope this message finds everyone well. I wanted to reach out to you to let you know we
plan on being open a few days next week as long as there is not a call from the

government for a shut down. The plan is to open Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday due to
rain in the forecast for Monday & Tuesday. I have a list of times below to select from IF you
would like to join us. Please respond back to this email to let us know if you will not be
attending this week or the time slots that would work if you would like to come.

I know many of you are concerned about the spread of COVID-19. We at Mending Arrow
want to be a beacon of light during this dark time. We know many of you have a family
member with a weak immune system and you do not feel safe traveling. Please know that
we understand and you will not be penalized at all to stay home with your family. No one
will loose there sessions spot during this time. We do want to offer a way for children that
are overwhelmed or anxious a way to get out in the fresh air with the lowest risk we can
offer.

We are going to have new rules to abide by during this time of "Social Distance" of the
COVID-19. This week we will have 1 hour slots where a student can spend time grooming
and caring for the horse of their choice. I will be there to guide them and them we will go
over a "mindfulness” exercise that may help with the stress of this time.

We ask that only the student(s) and 1 care giver come to the session. If at all possible all
siblings (that are not enlisted in our programs) need to stay at home with a loved one. If this
is not possible, we will have the playground area for the sibling and caregiver to stay.

We ask that if any participant or members of the participants family living in the same
household are displaying any cold, fever, coughing or flu-like symptoms, to please refrain
from coming to scheduled sessions and inform us by phone call at 423-305-5586. This will
not affect the time and attendance policy attending future sessions as long as a phone call is
received at least two hours prior to scheduled session start time. If at your arrival you are
showing any symptoms you will be asked to leave. Please know I am not only trying to keep
your family safe but also other students and my own family as well.

All sessions will have a 30 minute window between the next client arriving. This will give
staff time to disinfect any surface the previous child has interacted with. Once you arrive at
your scheduled time please wait in the car until a staff greets you. This will help with any
cross contamination. Please know that we are having to plan our schedule week by week at
this point. If the government does require everyone to have a 2 week quarantine we will
abide my those rules. Staff at the ranch will be using social media as a platform to reach out
to those of you that are not able to get out. We hope to keep a smile on your faces and faith
in your hearts. God Bless us all.
