Mending Arrow Ranch is located on the Southwest side of Cleveland, TN near Red Clay State 

Park. We are a nonprofit equine ministry that provides mental health services to children with 

emotional / behavioral issues and developmental / physical disabilities. Our mission is to connect 

a horse and child to achieve the goals of mending and redeeming hearts, minds, bodies, and 

souls. In light of the current COVID-19 restrictions, we have closed our services to the public for 

the past two weeks. We are inquiring whether we would be permitted to reopen our services to 

the community.  

 

We are located in a remote,outdoor area and we only hold individual, one-on-one sessions. We 

have followed COVID-19 measures by:  

-Limiting attendance to one student and one caregiver 

-Restricting visitors and volunteers in order to decrease the number of people on site to less than 

10 people at any time 

-Sanitizing all equipment between each session  

-Requiring students and staff to wash their hands before and after every session 

-Recommending high-risk children and individuals with symptoms of illness / infection to stay 

home 

-Maintaining the appropriate minimal distance of 6-ft apart at all times 

  

Based on these precautions we have set, as well as, the services we provide, are we permitted to 

reopen Mending Arrow Ranch services to our students in the upcoming week?
